with  the stubborn and largely
unsuccessful Sangiovese grape in
California is the gorgeous 2003 Aquila,
which comes from the Eaglepoint
Ranch in Medocino. Dark plum/garnet
ruby, with a stunning nose of sweet
kirsch intermixed with currants, fig,
plum, and underbrush, the wine
exhibits plenty of earthy, cedary, spice
box notes, it has a good bit of glycerin
and body as well as a silky, sumptuous
finish. This is as good as Sangiovese
can get in California. Drink it over the
next 5-8 years.
